	SB 5.2 If deer over six months old have been off water for 48 hours, they must have a mandatory spell for 36 hours before starting another journey. 


If fawns or calves have been off water of 28 hours, they must have a mandatory spell for 12 hours before starting another journey. 


If deer known to be more than five months pregnant excluding the last four weeks have been off water for 24 hours, they must have a mandatory spell for 12 hours before starting another journey.

	SB 5.5 Deer must not be transported for seven days after velvet antler removal.
	
	
	

	SB 5.6  Where hard antler removal cannot be done, deer with hard antlers greater than four cm must not be transported unless they are separated from all other deer and have adequate clearance above the antlers.
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
